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Admission Rule.
1. The candidate with 40% marks in graduation from a recognized
institution will be eligible for admission in M.A. Yoga in yogic science
(Yogacharya) and P.G. Diploma in Yogic Science. Similarly, the
candidate passed intermediate (12" class) from a recognized
institution will be eligible for admission in six months certificate course
inyoga.
2. At the time of admission, the original certificates will have to be
present before the concerned departmental heads.
3. Unconsidered applications after the date of admission will be
automatically rejected.
4. In the state of Uttarakhand, police verification certificate will have to
be given compulsorily by the students coming from other states.
5. The grading system adopted by CBSE is accepted for admission in
the UGTE yogpeeth.
6. After admission to the UGTE Yogpeeth, if a student is found to be
indulging in indiscipline, then the university will have the right to
cancel its admission.
7. Students entering the UGTE Yogpeeth will not be able to take
admission in the same session elsewhere. If a student does so, he
will be responsible for disciplinary action against him.

6. Certificate of proficiency in sports / academic activities (if any).

7. Photo copy of Aadhar card.

8 Current color passport size photos (No.8) of the student.
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Mote: It will be mandatory to submit three sets of photocopies of all
the above mentioned certificates to the office at the time of admission.

Admission cancellation and admission of defenders.
The students who do not complete all the admission related
formalities in due course of time, will be cancelled from the admission
list and the students placed in the waiting list in their place will be
admitted in the order of preference.
